Unless a substantiated objection is made which is then upheld, the 
Presbytery shall proceed to the induction of the said Mr Mark Lowey without 
further delay.

It is timed to run from the date commemorating the Confession of St Peter to 
the Conversion of St Paul, marked on 25 January. 

Rev John McPake, who is the ecumenical officer of the Church of Scotland 
said: "At this particular moment in the life of the Church, and as we face the 
challenge the pandemic confronts us with, we affirm the significance of 
prayer. 

"We recognise the truth of these words: 'Jesus Christ is our Mediator with 
the Father, constantly praying for us before the throne of God.' In response 
to the prayer of Jesus Christ, we offer our prayers. 

"As we pray during the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity, we live out our 
response to the prayer of Jesus that we 'may all be one…that the world may 
believe' (John 17: 21)."
